A non-refundable deposit of £ 500 is due within 14 days of your acceptance on the course in order to secure your place. The deposit is deducted from your final payment.  The final payment is due by 10th  January 2021. 
 
A) If you cancel the course booking within 14 calendar days of receiving your acceptance confirmation, any payment made will be refunded in full, up until two months prior to the start of the course; thereafter there are no refunds.

Special consideration will be given in cases of illness confirmed by medical evidence.

There will be a weekly Thursday evening performance. There are also other optional evening activities classes and social events happening on campus.

Accommodation and lunches
The College provides accommodation on campus in student style single rooms, equipped with a bed, bedding, towels, a desk and a wardrobe. All rooms have shared toilets, bath and shower rooms close by. All students contribute to the up keep of the college by keeping their student house clean, helping with washing up and working on the estate. The community tasks will take up 2 hours per week. If you prefer, you can arrange your own accommodation. We are unable to organise accommodation for families, but we have a list of housing agents who may be able to help you.

The college provides lunches from Monday to Friday for all students staying on campus. During the breaks you can buy your refreshments at the café at Emerson. All student houses have simple kitchens

where you can prepare your own meals at weekends, breakfasts and suppers during the week.
